ϥn 2021, the federal budget proposed to invest up to $27.2 billion over ɲve years towards a national early 

learning child care plan, starting in 2021-22 as part of initial 5-year agreements. 

 

On March 27, 2022, the Governments of Ontario and Canada signed the Canada-Wide Early Learning and 

Child Care (CWELCC) Agreement. Funding under the CWELCC Agreement will be used to build and leverage 

the success of OntarioɅs existing early years and child are system by increasing quality, accessibility, 

aϜordability and inclusivity in early years and child care.    
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ϥn 2022, during Phase 1 of the implementation of the CWELCC System, the focus for the Ministry of Education 

was on enrolling the existing licensed child care service providers into the CWELCC System.   

 

While the emphasis of the CWELCC Agreement has been to reduce the daily cost of child care for families and 

improving staϜ salaries, the province has also been funded to support with expansion of licensed child care 

for children from infancy up to 5 years of age.   

 

The direct approach for growth in licensed child care was introduced in 2023.

OntarioɅs Action Plan for early years and child care commits to 

creating 86,00 new licensed child care spaces before December 2026 

(relative to 2019 spaces). 

Under this framework, the Ministry has developed a model to allocate 

spaces and funding for the creation of new licensed child care spaces 

for children from infancy up to 5 years of age. This model provides 

Service System Managers across the province with a notional space 

allocation for expansion of licensed child care services within schools 

as well as community-based services for 2022 through to 2026.   
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The focus is to improve access to inclusive licensed child care services by working 

towards a common provincial access ratio of 37%.  Access to care refers to the 

number of licensed child care spaces available for children from infancy up to 5 

years of age in proportion to the number of children who live in the District.

Current service providers, operators and prospective licensees, as independent business owners, are solely 

responsible for ensuring the most current directed growth plan data and information is used to inform the 

agencyɅs expansion plans and business activities in connection with the creation of new licensed child care 

spaces within the CWELCC System. 

To support the guiding principles of the directed growth plan, current and prospective licensed child care 

service providers interested in participating in the CWELCC system must demonstrate that their programs and 

services align with NipissingɅs Directed Growth Plan for child care expansion. 

Before proceeding with any project and completing an application for CWELCC Start-Up Grant funding, current 

service providers, operators or prospective licensees are encouraged to consult with DNSSAB to ensure that 

the planned expansion aligns with the DistrictɅs directed growth plan.  This can be done by completing the LCC 

Expression of ϥnterest to Expand Form (for centre-based care) or the HCC Notice of ϥntent to Expand Form (for 

home child care), both of which can be found on the DNSSAB Website. 

ϥtɅs important to note that any expression of interest to expand licensed child care may be denied if the 

application received is inconsistent with DNSSABɅs Early Years and Child Care Service System Plan with respect 

to the demand for child care, and the capacity and locations of existing child care centres and premises where 

home child care is provided. Furthermore, if the proposed new spaces do not align with the local Directed 

Growth Plan or auspice targets established by the Ministry, DNSSAB may decline the application.  

Approval or denial of CWELCC eligible licensed child care space expansions will be provided by DNSSAB in 

accordance with established policies and guidelines.  

Licensed child care spaces created by service providers or operators who advised DNSSAB that they will not 

seek enrolment in CWELCC will not be eligible for CWELCC funding.

ϥn May 2023, the Ministry of Education released a memo to all Service System Managers across the 

province, conɲrming expansion targets related to the provincial directed growth plan.  

DNSSAB received a mandate from the Ministry of Education to expand the CWELCC System by 182 spaces in 

school and community-based locations between 2022 to 2026, as follows.

When planning for directed growth, DNSSAB has the ɳexibility to move 

unopened spaces from previous years to the current year, as long as 

the total number of spaces does not exceed the overall space 

allocation.  ϥn addition, the existing ratio of not-for-proɲt to for-proɲt 

spaces must be monitored to ensure that it is maintained or 

increased.   

For the 2022-2023 planning year, a total of 75 new spaces were created within the District.  Of these 75 

spaces, only 62 spaces are counted within the space allocation, moving 21 spaces for planning into 2024.  

These spaces were accounted for by previously planned expansions within schools and community-based 

spaces.  There has also been an increased focus on oϜering additional home child care options to families 

throughout the District, which in turn has enhanced access to care in both centre-based and home child 

care services in various communities throughout the District.

Since January 2024, 48 new licensed home child care spaces and 5 new centre-based spaces were created.  

DNSSAB anticipates creating 39 more centre-based spaces within the District in 2024/beginning 2025. ϥt is 

important to note that the total of net new spaces created takes into consideration closures with the home 

child care system and delays with the creation of centre-based spaces, therefore the net new number of 

spaces reported for the year is determined on December 31st, annually. 

ϥn recent conversations, the Ministry has advised Service System Managers across the province that there 

will be a recalibration of spaces within the existing allocation completed; however, it is unknown when this 

will be announced.  Although the DistrictɅs overall access to care ratio is higher than the provincial goal, 

there are some neighbourhoods within the District that have no licensed child care services available, while 

others have a much lower access rate.  As it stands, there are several more opportunities to create new 

spaces in the District beyond the current allocation, which would further support the provincial goal and 

address waitlist pressures that continue to exist.  DNSSAB has brought forward opportunities for expansion 

and continues to advocate to the Ministry for an additional allocation of spaces through the recalibration of 

the provincial space allocation.

The District of Nipissing covers 17,000 km2 and includes 11 municipalities1, two First Nations2 and two 

unorganized areas: Nipissing North and Nipissing South.  ϥn 2017, the ChildrenɅs Services Division began to 

develop an in-depth and enhanced way of planning for early years and child care services across the 

District.

The process involved combining Statistic Canada Dissemination Areas3 (DAs) to create 18 neighbourhoods 

across the District, allowing for a deeper analysis of Census information to ensure that the needs of all 

neighbourhoods within the District are appropriately captured.  This approach allows for data-driven and 

evidence-based decisions on where services are needed most and where enhancements or attention is 

needed within the system.

This plan follows the expectations outlined in OntarioɅs Access and ϥnclusion Framework 2023 document, 

which was developed by the Ministry of Education.  OntarioɅs vision for the CWELCC System is that more 

children of all abilities and socio-economic backgrounds in Ontario can actively and meaningfully participate 

in child care, and be supported in forming authentic, caring relationships with their peers and educators.  

When planning for licensed child care services, there are 

several factors to consider such as the existing supply of 

licensed child care, the number of new spaces with 

conɲrmed CWELCC funding and the current and 

projected demand for child care (waitlist data).   

The presence of vulnerable populations is another key 

consideration when identifying priority neighbourhoods.  The speciɲc population groups considered within 

this report as based on the Access to ϥnclusion Framework include:  

¶ Low-income families 

¶ Vulnerable children 

¶ Children from diverse communities 

¶ Children with exceptional needs 

¶ Newcomer families 

¶ ϥndigenous families 

¶ Francophone families 

Statistics CanadaɅs Census 2021 data was used in this document to identify the presence of vulnerable 

populations in each of the municipalities in the District.  Although the estimated number of children with 

exceptional needs is not available through Census data, services for children with exceptional needs 

remains a priority across the District. 

Note: This report does not include spaces for 

children from 6 to 12 years of age, or spaces in 

authorized recreation programs which 

operate outside of the CWELCC system.

ϥn addition to the previously mentioned priorities, additional ɳexible models of child care for families 

working during non-traditional hours, including part-time, evening, weekend, and overnight care remain at 

the forefront. 

ÂÅf§ÅfÑòШ Ef]c7§ÖÅc§§?É 

NipissingɅs Directed Growth Plan has identiɲed four priorities for targeted expansion, as described below.  

The primary focus is on increasing capacity within the existing home child care system and is intended to 

further meet the needs of the vulnerable populations and enhance opportunities for quality child care 

services that are accessible, aϜordable, ɳexible and inclusive for all families. Targeted communities for 

recruitment of home child care providers will focus on the rural and underserved areas within the Nipissing 

District.  

This will allow DNSSAB to continue working in collaboration with the current sector to strengthen and 

stabilize the existing licensed centre-based programs.  The creation of new centre-based spaces will focus 

on underserviced neighbourhoods where licensed child care waitlists will continue to exist when all existing 

spaces are ɲlled.  Moreover, there is a need to ensure that any proposed project aligns with DNSSABɅs 

ChildrenɅs Services budget and Ministry allocations.    

District of Nipissing ɀ Licensed Home Child Care  

This priority focuses on increasing licensed child care capacity with the existing licensed home child care 

system in underserviced and rural neighbourhoods who may have services available but continue to 

experience waitlist pressures for care or may not have opportunities readily available for expansion of 

licensed centre-based child care services at this time.   
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These neighbourhoods include Bonɲeld, East Ferris & Area, Airport Hill, Birchaven, Rural & CFB North Bay, 

Thibeault Terrace, Mattawa & Area,ШNipissing North, Field, River Valley & Area, and Verner, Cache Bay & 

Area. 

Neighborhood: West Ferris ɀ Licensed Centre-Based Child Care 

This priority focuses on increasing licensed child care capacity within the West Ferris neighbourhood, which 

has the highest child care waitlist.  This expansion project has been planned since the beginning of 2022 

and is currently underway.  Thirty-nine (39) new toddler and preschool spaces will be made available in 

2024/early 2025.  

Neighbourhood: Nipissing North ɀ Licensed Centre-Based Child Care 

This priority focuses on increasing licensed child care options within the rural neighbourhood of Nipissing 

North, more speciɲcally in Redbridge.   

Starting in September 2024, school-based services at Phelps Public School are currently being planned for 

and will once again serve JK/SK and school age children up to 12 years of age. ϥn addition, there is 

opportunity to further expand services in this school-based program to include a family grouping of 15 

spaces, which would serve children from infancy up to 12 years of age.  

DNSSAB is currently required to put this project Ɉon holdɉ for the time being as it is required to closely 

maintain the established not-proɲt ratio of 88.8% and respect the space allocation limits. 

Neighbourhood: Graniteville ɀ Licensed Centre-Based Child Care 

This neighbourhood is adjacent to Airport Hill and Thibeault Terrace, where licensed child care options and 

opportunities for expansion are limited.  Should DNSSAB be provided with additional spaces as a result of 

the provincial recalibration of spaces allotted through the provincial directed growth plan, there may be an 
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opportunity to further explore licensed child care options in this neighbourhood, which would also service 

families in neighboring areas.

This provides a 

more focused approach to determining neighbourhood needs and is intended to support current and 

future service system planning.  ϥt will also assist service providers, operators, potential licensees and 

school board partners in planning for potential expansions.

According to Statistics Canada, in 2021, the Municipality of Bonɲeld had a population count of 2,146. This 

was an increase of 7.8% (+156 people) from 2016 levels.  The child population from infancy up to 12 years 

of age represented 12.8% of the total population (275 children).  The Bonɲeld Township comprises the rural 

communities of BlanchardɅs Landing, Bonɲeld, Grand Desert, and Rutherglen.   

For planning purposes, Bonɲeld has been identiɲed as one neighbourhood. The table and infographics 

below provide a more detailed look at the municipalityɅs demographic proɲle.

There is one licenced child care centre located within this 

neighbourhood. 

¶ Garderie Beausoleil, a school-based centre located in École 

catholique Lorrain, oϜers francophone services to families with 

children from infancy up to 12 years of age in this community 

and surrounding areas. 

The family grouping license at this location allows the child care 

agency ɳexibility to meet family needs within this community.  

There may be opportunity to explore an alternate license capacity 

to provide targeted services that would meet the communityɅs 

evolving needs.  To do so, further discussion would need to take 

place with the service provider and school board partner.

The Chisholm Township comprises the rural communities of  Alderdale, BoothɅs Landing, Chiswick, Fossmill, 

Grahamvale and Wasing.   

For planning purposes, the Municipality of Chisholm has been combined with the Municipality of East Ferris 

as one neighbourhood ɀ East Ferris & Area.

Municipality: East Ferris 

According to Statistics Canada, in 2021, the Municipality of East Ferris had a population count of 4,946. This 

was an increase of 1.7% (+84 people) from 2016 levels.  The child population from infancy up to 12 years of 

age represented 13.3% of the total population (660 children).   

The East Ferris Township comprises the rural communities of Astorville and Corbeil as well as two smaller 

residential areas Derland Road and Lake Nosbonsing.   

For planning purposes, the Municipality of East Ferris has been combined with the Municipality of Chisholm 

as one neighbourhood ɀ East Ferris & Area. The table and infographics below provide more a more detailed 

look at the municipalityɅs demographic proɲle.

As previously mentioned, the Municipality of East Ferris has been 

combined with the Municipality of Chisholm as one 

neighbourhood ɀ East Ferris & Area.  

There are two licensed child care centres and ɲve home child care 

sites located within this neighbourhood. 

¶ Garderie Sol, a school-based centre located in École catholique 

St. Thomas DɅaquin (Astorville) oϜers francophone services from 

infancy up to 12 years of age. 

¶ West Ferris Day Nursery ɀ Ferris Glen Learning Centre, a school-

based centre located in Ferris Glen Public School (Corbeil), oϜers 

services from 18 months up to 12 years of age. 

The ɲve home child care sites are located throughout this 

neighbourhood and oϜer services to families with children from 

infancy up to 12 years of age. 

The lower operating capacity referenced in the infographic that 

follows is due to the long-standing recruitment challenges that 

exist within the early years and child care sector.  

DNSSAB has been advised that there is no space for expansion of 

full day child care within the local schools at this time.  To enhance 

licensed child care options in this neighbourhood, DNSSAB will  

continue to support and collaborate with the licensed home child 

care agencies operating within the District to make available additional child care options to families.  ϥn 

addition, DNSSAB continues to explore new and creative solutions to support and enhance the recruitment 

and retention eϜorts that are already in place by local early years and child care service providers.

Municipality: City of North Bay 

The City of North Bay has the largest population and highest population density in the service delivery area.  

According to Statistics Canada, in 2021, the City of North Bay had a population count of 52,662. This was an 

increase of 2.2% (+1,109 people) from 2016 levels.  The child population from infancy up to 12 years of age 

represented 12.5% of the total population (6,565 children).   

The City of North Bay comprises the neighbourhoods of Birchaven, Camp Champlain, Champlain Park, 

Cooks Mills, Eastview, Feronia, Gateway, Graniteville, Hornell Heights, La Fuente (Lobby Bar), Lounsbury, 

Kenwood Hills, Marshall Park, P.J. Clowe Rotary Park, Nipissing Junction, Pinewood, Sage, Ski Club, St. John's 

Village, Sunset Park, Thibeault Terrace, ThorncliϜ, Trout Mills, Tweedsmuir, Wallace Heights, West Ferris and 

Widdiɲeld.   

For planning purposes, the City of North Bay has been divided into 8 neighbourhoods using Census 

Dissemination Areas (DAs) which include Airport Hill, Birchaven, Central & Downtown, Graniteville, 

Pinewood, Rural & CFB North Bay, Thibeault Terrace and West Ferris. The table and infographics below

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Neighbourhood: Airport Hill 

There is one licenced child care centre as well as two licensed 

home child care sites located within this neighbourhood. 

¶ YMCA, Vincent Massey School-Age Program, a school-based 

centre located in Vincent Massey Public School, oϜers services to 

school aged children up to 12 years of age.  

The full day licensed child care options available to families in this 

neighbourhood are provided through the two licensed home child 

care sites.  While there is currently no space available in the school 

for expansion of full day child care services, the neighbouring 

areas such as Graniteville and Rural & CFB North Bay do provide 

additional care options for families living in this neighbourhood 

due to the proximity. 

The lower operating capacity referenced in the infographic that 

follows is due to the long-standing recruitment challenges that 

exist within the early years and child care sector.  

To enhance licensed child care options in this neighbourhood, 

DNSSAB will continue to support and collaborate with the licensed 

home child care agencies operating within the District to make 

available additional child care options to families.  ϥn addition, 

DNSSAB continues to explore new and creative solutions to 

support and enhance the recruitment and retention eϜorts that 

are already in place by local early years and child care service 

providers.
