• Qualified to be employed as a Primary Care Paramedic as per DNSSAB policy and as per 
all current legislation;  

• Hold valid certification authorized by the Medical Director from Health Sciences North 
Centre for Prehospital Care (HSNCPC) at the minimum level of a Primary Care Paramedic 
within the Province of Ontario; 

• Physically and psychologically able to successfully perform the full range of duties required 
of a Primary Care Paramedic, in urban, rural and remote geographic settings likely to be 
encountered in the PCP role; 

• Highly motivated, empathetic, able to accept responsibility for essential workplace activities; 

• Appropriate advocate for patients, exceptional active listening skills, professionalism; 

• Capacity/resiliency to effectively manage occupational stressor likely to be encountered in 
the role of a paramedic;
